The capacitive touch function give the user full control over any device.

It's driver free for your device due to built-in EDID device information, it is very easy to let the
equipment correctly identified the touch screen.

And the Capacitive USB touch screen can support functions of the right mouse button and drag
and drop,

and also support multipoint touch, maximum 10 points.(only test in windows 10)

For use with a Raspberry Pi we suggest editing config.txt to set the HDMI to the native 800x480
in case it doesn't detect the resolution properly.

The easiest way to edit the config.txt is to put the Pi TF card into an every day computer and edit
config.txt with any text editor and save.

e How to set resolution in Raspberry Pi?
e 1. Download Raspbian image and burn your TF card by win32_disk_imager or other
tools.
e 2. Login to your Raspberry Pi and edit /boot/config.txt file, make sure it has following
parameter:

Fframebuffer_ width=800
framebuffer_height=480
hdmi_force_hotplug=1

hdmi_group=2

hdmi_mode=87

hdmi_cvt 800 480 60 6 0O O O

e 3. Reboot your Raspberry Pi and have fun.

How to setup Resolution Automatically

There is a easy way to setup resolution of your screen by a shell script.

You can download the scripts by git tool and use it to change resolution for your screens as
following steps:

git clone https://github.com/yoyojacky/52Pi.git

cd ~/52Pi

chmod +x restool.sh

-/restool .sh

and then follow the step to chose the screen type that you have, and it will automatically setup the
resolution for you.
